Abstract: The word "Feminism" originated from the west. The theories and practices related to women and femi—
nism in modern times promoted the introduction of western feminist theories and the construction and development of
feminist studies and disciplines in China, which finally forming a situation of continuous innovation in feminist studies
and its combination based on actual conditions in China.
